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Amy Becerra, Mill Levy Director called the meeting to order at 3:34 pm via Microsoft Teams.

Introductions
Amy Becerra gave a brief welcome and read the mission and goals of the CAC to members, staff, and guests. 


Review and Approval of minutes
The Council reviewed the minutes from March 22, 2022 meeting due to the April meeting being cancelled.

RMHS Updates
Amy Becerra gave an overview of the expanding Mill Levy Program team, which current focuses include growing the team and client requests with higher dollar amounts coming in and more overall requests. There will also be a new program manager for external partnerships, Kizzly Blue, who was an internal transfer within RMHS. 

DHS Updates
DHS advisory council will meet next month to review current areas of priority. The council met in April to review current priorities including organizational changes within DHS with new leadership bringing in new ideas and Kayla Gatling will now facilitate DHS meetings. Housing stabilization is still a large priority that needs to be cleaned up concerning housing initiatives. 

RMHS Initiatives Highlight
Amy Becerra reported on the overview of mission of RMHS and how the mission impacts our focus and priorities within the Community Advisory Council. Community initiatives process and other updates including mill levy priority funding areas, community initiative proposal process, START program, case management redesign, care in case management/level of care assessment, early intervention services including central intake and rule changes. Jan of 2023 will release a RFP (request for Proposals). 

Care in Case Management System
The concept within the system is to have an initial and annual assessment process that does the best job possible and connects them to the services available. The functional assessment waiver consists of what are your basic needs and do you meet basic functions for the waivers. Later stages of implementation include a budget algorithm to determine how much people have available in their plan. The system will allow for the same assessments across multiple departments with a soft rollout expected around October.

EI Services
Eligibility changes had us then create DES (Denver Early Steps). The legislative rule change is going to be reversed in January. Intake and evaluations are going to be centralized at the state level. 

CAC Updates
The committee discussed the potential of holding the June meeting in person, with the option of remote attendees. Focuses will include mill levy priority initiative review and reviewing advisory council goals.
