The council discussed defining parameters of supports offered during the eligibility process including temporary wrap around eligibility services for applicants.


CMA Update
On November 1st RMHS became the CMA (case management agency) for regions 5 and 6, which is Denver and Adams counties. 

Individuals who live in those counties or if they choose from a different county are now eligible for RMHS services and support. Georgia provided a timeline of HCPF changes through the implementation of the CMA and the Care and Case Management Data System that is working out the issues of inherited members.


CAC Flier
The council reviewed the recruitment flier that will be posted to the RMHS CAC website and available for members to hand out.

CFDF
Mill Levy Associate Director Abby Grinstead reviewed what Client Family Directed Funds consists of and what populations it serves including adult mill levy support plans, children mill levy supports, family support supplemental, respite and individual requests on Medicaid SLS or DD waivers.

The council discussed ways to maximize the benefit coverage of the waivers before tapping into mill levy funds.
